The Victorian Desalination Project involves the construction of an 84km pipeline to connect the 
desalination plant to Melbourne and regional water networks. 

The joint venture building the pipeline, Thiess Degrémont Nacap, advises that the following 
works are about to commence. 

DATE OF NOTIFICATION 23 August 2010 

WHAT’S HAPPENING? Pipeline construction works will soon be crossing Turnbull 
Woolamai Road, Kilcunda. This requires a section of Turnbull 
Woolamai Road to be temporarily closed to traffic while pipeline 
construction takes place. 

Road closures and traffic detours will be in place. 

WHEN? Construction will take place 4 – 6 September, weather 
permitting. 

WHERE?  A section of Turnbull Woolamai Road (between Francis Road 
and Rances Road). 

The attached map explains the closures and detour routes. 

WHAT’S INVOLVED?  Construction works involves: 

1. Closing a section of Turnbull Woolamai Road 

2. Digging a trench that crosses Turnbull Woolamai Road 

3. Laying of pipe 

4. Backfilling of trench and reinstatement of the road

traffic conditions and observe all safety signage in place  

·  Public access to the works area is not permitted 

·  An approved Traffic Management Plan and all required 
permits are in place for this work.
